Important Notes while Studying here 

 

Punctuality: 

Usually the lessons start at 9:30 am and would last until 6:00 pm including break times. The days you have lessons accord-

ing to your time table you must be at the college by 9:30 and not leave before 6:00. The college has a 

finger bio metric clocking in and out system. In the morning you clock in by putting your finger on the clock 

system and you do the same when you leave in the evening. This system records your presence on that 

particular day. 

 

Attendance Policy: 

Once you arrive UK to start your study in the College You must make sure You attend at least 90% other-

wise you may be reported to the United Kingdom Border Agency (UKBA). Also, if you are absent without authorisation for 

more than 10 contact lesson days you will be reported to the UKBA. These severely affect your student visa status & exten-

sion. The college has a different number of measures to check your presence in the class room for attendance. Any new 

attendance polices introduced by the UKBA will of course apply too. 

 

Other Issues: 

You are a student in our college, to us you are valuable and we would like to offer our services to you as much as possible. 

If you have any issues such as attendance, class management, communication with lectures, communication with your fel-

low students and so on we are here to help you. The college has a very helpful and supportive admin and welfare team.

When international students come to the UK they may find it difficult to adjust to a new country.  

 

LCC is there to assist and help the students in al l  sorts of  personal matters and to help to 

guide students to f ind suitable and reasonable accommodation in their  new surroundings.  

 

It is also common practice that International students who have 

relatives and friends in UK, to ask them for assistance in finding 

accommodation or even to reside with them until fully organised. 

 

A typical room may cost approximately between £100 to £150 

weekly to rent somewhere in London however be aware prices 

are constantly changing. Also, accommodation outside the inner 

city of London is cheaper but obviously you will have slightly 

longer travel time into central London and the city. 

 

 

Admission Procedure 

The application form can be either downloaded from the college website or collected  from the admission office 

on site at the college. Referees are required for applications applying for level 5 or higher. The minimum age of 

an applicant must be 18 years. 

 

Home Students:  

Students living in UK may apply either 
.
by post or by visiting the College. In each case they should complete 

an application form and return it together with two passport sized photographs and copies of their Passport & 

Qualification(s) to the College Registrar. A registration fee is paid which is non refundable. Once the application 

is approved, the student must pay at least half of the course fee in advance before the course starts. These 

students usually are British,  UK permanent residence and European who do not require a UK visa. 

Overseas Students:  

These students require a visa to study in UK. They can be outside UK or in UK to extend the visa to complete 

their studies. The application form can be downloaded from the college website www.lccl.org.uk The applica-

tion form must be filled, signed and scanned to be sent back as an attachment via email to info@lccl.org.uk. 

The copies of Passport, qualifications and any other documents and a passport sized photograph must also be 

sent via the same email. For the students who are in UK already, they must hand the application form to the 

college including all the requirements stated with original copies of documents. 

 

No application is processed without the Registration Fee and deposit as detailed on the website (Download and 

read the Terms and Conditions for Refunds from our website). 

 

English Requirement: 

The students who require visa to study in the UK must be aware of the United Kingdom Border Agency (UKBA) 
requirements for English. Please visit http://www.ukba.homeoffice.gov.uk/ for more information. 

Upon the success of the application form, the college will inform the student. If the student requires visa, the 

Confirmation of Acceptance for Studies (CAS) is issued.
